I am weaned by God's chastisements sanctified 
to my good.  

Do I grow in knowledge? The great Instructor teaches me. All my jewels were 
fashioned by heavenly art. I find in God all that I want; but I find in myself 
nothing but sin and misery. "He only is my rock and my salvation." 

Do I feed on the Word? That Word would be no food for me unless the Lord 
made it food for my soul, and helped me to feed upon it.  

Do I live on the manna which comes down from heaven? What is that manna 
but Jesus Christ himself incarnate, whose body and whose blood I eat and 
drink?  

Am I continually receiving fresh increase of strength? Where do I gather my 
might? My help cometh from heaven's hills: without Jesus I can do nothing. As 
a branch cannot bring forth fruit except it abide in the vine, no more can I, 
except I abide in Him. What Jonah learned in the great deep, let me learn this 
morning in my closet: "Salvation is of the Lord." C H Spurgeon
